We thank the Reverend Canon Mark Gardner for The Diocesan Cycle of Prayer 2025-2026. It is important as a public witness and as a public inclusion. There are many types of prayer: personal and private, public and communal, silent and vocal. I want to wish everyone who will use this publication every blessing in the year unfolding as together we seek to worship God in the parishes, in the churches, in the colleges and in the schools of our diocese in a cycle of care and concern, energy and enlargement for the lives that people live, the love that people share and the hopes that people hold. To this end, I include The Diocesan Prayer for inclusion in regular worship by you all:

Almighty God,
we ask you’re blessing on the people of the Dioceses of Dublin and Glendalough
as they go about the work of mission in the everyday things of life.
As you sent your Son Jesus Christ to live the life of the world you created
